2. Processing purposes and legal basis for the processing
activities of CBM

CBM processes the personal data and special categories of
personal data (Art. 9 of the GDPR) specified in the consent
above for the selection procedure for the award of scholarships
and obtain financial backing from donors to fund the pro-
gramme on the legal basis of Art. 6 (1) a) of the GDPR.

3. Recipients and categories of recipients of data

Within CBM, access to data shall be granted only to those ar-
eas that need such access to perform their contractual and le-
gal duties. Service providers engaged by CBM may also gain
access to data for these purposes if they are engaged as a pro-
cessor in accordance with Article 28 of the GDPR. Potential re-
cipients of personal data include:

e public bodies and institutions (e.g. tax authorities, the Ger-
man Federal Central Tax Office) if there is a legal or official
obligation;

e processors supporting or maintaining IT applications, ar-
chiving, document processing;

e other recipients of data, based upon your consent.

Where processing is based on consent, you have the right to
withdraw your consent regarding the processing of your per-
sonal data with effect for the future at any time. If you wish to
exercise your right to withdraw consent with effect for the future,
you can contact CBM directly at the details indicated above at
any time.

4. Retention periods

CBM shall process and store your personal data only for the pe-
riod indicated above or generally for the period necessary to
achieve the respective purpose. Once the purposes for which
CBM has collected and processed the personal data have been
achieved, CBM will delete the personal data unless further pro-
cessing is required for purposes such as:
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e the fulfilment of commercial law and tax law retention peri-
ods, which stipulate retention periods for data and docu-
mentation of between two to ten years;

e and/or the retention of evidence in the context of limitation
fperiods. For example, the German Commercial Code (Biir-
gerliches Gesetzbuch) has a limitation period of up to 30
years, and a standard limitation period of three years.

5. Transfers of data to a third country

A transfer of data to countries outside the EU or EEA (“third
countries “) shall only take place if it is required to perform your
contract, is legally required (e.g. tax reporting obligations), con-
sent has been provided, or as part of commissioned processing.

6. Your Rights

e You have the right to rectification of personal data concern-
ing you (Article 16 of the GDPR).

e You have the right to erasure of personal data concerning
you in accordance with Article 17 of the GDPR (“right to be
forgotten®).

e You have the right to restriction of processing (Article 18 of
the GDPR).

e You have the right to data portability (Article 20 of the
GDPR).

e You have the right not to be subject to a decision based
solely on automated processing, including profiling (Article
22 of the GDPR).

e You have the right to object to the processing of personal
data concerning you (Article 21 of the GDPR).
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
